In 1990 the General Service Conference stressed the


importance of communication and recommended that


delegates establish and maintain contact with offices in


their areas to share Conference information and assure


that Central/Intergroup offices have a voice in the


Fellowship through their existing service structure.

WHAT IS THE GETAWAY WEEKEND AND WHY SHOULD MY HOME GROUP SEND SOMEONE?

When the District Committee turns over every two years, and there is a new flux of GSR’s, you often hear, “WHAT IS THE GETAWAY WEEKEND AND WHY SHOULD MY HOME GROUP SEND SOMEONE?


For those of you who have never attended the Getaway Weekend or are new to General Service, this year’s Getaway Weekend (GAW) is March 31-April 2.  At the GAW, District and Area Service representatives get together to discuss the business of AA at the General Service Office in New York.





Every April is the General Service Conference in New York City, and every year, our area, AREA 60, sends our elected delegate (for Panel 67 it is John K. from Warren, PA).  During that week, John will serve on a committee such as Literature or Corrections and he will also listen to presentations and discussions so that he can make an informed decision on how the General Service Office will conduct business for the next year.   





The Delegates work from an agenda which is provided for them shortly before the Getaway Weekend.  At the Getaway Weekend GSR’s, DCM’s, and Area Officers and Coordinators listen to panels, then break out into workshops to discuss these agenda items and make decisions so that our delegate has an idea of how we would like him to vote at the Conference.





The GAW starts on Friday evening with panels discussing various issues pertinent to the upcoming conference.  





On Saturday afternoon we break out into groups and discuss specific agenda items.  On Sunday each group reports on their agenda items and any conclusions or decisions they have come to. These breakout groups give the delegate an idea of where his/her Area stands and what message should be carried to the conference.  





In addition, on both Friday and Saturday evening, roundtables are held for the DCM’s and the GSR’s.  These round tables are a good opportunity to learn what happens in other districts and to discuss problems and solutions.   An added  bonus this year, is that two of our General Service Trustees will be in attendance.  Bob Wilcox who is a Type B will give his lead on Saturday night, and Peter Longo, Type A trustee who actually lives in Pittsburgh will also be attending.





My experience at the Getaway has always been wonderful, and I have learned so much.  GSR’s should make every effort to attend.  If your group’s GSR is unable to attend, you may send your alternate or another home group member.  





A home group should financially assist the GSR in attending, as we are self supporting through our contributions. Registration is only $20.00.  There are also meals available if you choose and a discounted room rate if you can want to stay overnight.   If you are staying overnight, please mention Area 60 Getaway Weekend when you book your room.  Remember you can always save money by doubling up and sharing a room with a member from another home group, if you would like to spend the night.
